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Change is the only constant, it’s inevitable - 
whether it be an expected change of seasons, 
or simply a change in perception towards 
certain people or situations. 

Like everyone’s journey, my life has also been 
a constant journey of change- from a baby girl 
inside my mother’s womb, to a daughter, a 
sister, a friend, a girlfriend, a wife, a daughter-
in law, a doctor and a mother.

My learning from all this was that we are 
an amalgam of choices that we have made 
consciously.
